Dear friends in Christ, 
 Summer is a time when families gather, reminisce, and share a special meal at a family 
gathering or reunion.  We can hear “grace before meals” being recited as families share those 
special moments.  We pray for those who are unable to be with us or for those who have passed 
on into God’s hands.  Our parish community back home is also part of our faith family.  When we 
prepare for our summer travel, typically, we work up a To Do List to “steward” the process of 
getting away that may include “taking care of” the following: mail, newspapers, home, lawn, 
security, prescriptions, house sitting, baby sitting, maintenance, pet sitting, bills and bill paying. 
 But what about our spiritual stewardship as summer approaches?  Our stewardship 
contributions of treasure throughout the year support this parish financially.  Your gifts enable 
the parish to carry out its Gospel-based mission by providing worship, the sacraments, education, 
service to the poor and needy and countless blessings to those in need.  A parish runs on prayer 
and good works.  Good works include sharing our financial blessings to provide service and 
ministries.  “I come to serve…not to be served.” – Mark 10:45 - Our parish runs 52 weeks a year, 
7 days a week and 24 hours a day.  The parish serves our community of faith in fall, winter, spring 
and summer.  That is why your continued “Summer Stewardship” is so very important.   
 Ministries and services continue throughout the summer.  Our parish budget, in reality, is the 
funding of ministry.  These important services and ministries could not be offered without the 
ongoing financial stewardship of parishioners.  The parish has come to rely on your giving week 
in and week out.    The parish budget never goes on vacation and, therefore, it is important that 
financial stewardship to the parish continue throughout the summer months.  Expenses are just as 
constant in the summer. 
 Many parishes and pastors would say that the summer months present a hard paradox: as 
people prepare to enjoy a restful and relaxing summer, the summer months can actually be the 
most stress filled, financially, for parishes.  The bills keep coming, many people go away and 
giving goes down.  Payroll must be met and utility bills can even be higher in the summer season. 
 How can we be good summer stewards?  First of all, thank you and God bless you for your 
sacrificial giving throughout the year.  Your gifts of Time, Talent and Treasure enable the parish 
to carry out its Gospel-based mission.  These thoughts are simply a gentle reminder as summer 
beckons.  We all have good intentions; however, here are some practical ideas. 
� Consider placing your sacrificial giving and financial stewardship near the top of your 

“vacation checklist” as you make plans. 
� Try to give an extra church envelope or extra week’s gift beginning three or four weeks 

before you leave for vacation. 
� Some can gift all of their summer stewardship before leaving. 
� Others may mail their weekly Stewardship, each week, while they are out of town. 
� Electronic – St. Peter Chanel offers the ability to give through Auto Bill Pay so you can 

instruct your bank to forward your sacrificial giving while you are out of town. 
Whatever method you choose to continue your stewardship, is up to you.  Just know how 
important your continued stewardship is and how much it is appreciated. 
 The habit of giving is part of your goodness as a witness to the Gospel message.  On a 
practical level, the habit of giving through summer stewardship makes ministry happen.  It is 
tempting to think, “We are just one household, they won’t miss our giving.”  Or “We’ll make it up 
when we get back.”  Multiply that dozens or, perhaps, hundreds of times over the course of a 
summer and you can see why summer stewardship is vital. 
 Enjoy this faith-filled summer season of stewardship.  Use the time well.  How many more 
summers will God grant us in His grace?  We are all given a few short years on God’s earth to 
“Build up the Kingdom.”  Sharing your blessings by being a Christian Steward will make this 
world just a little bit better.  Take a step in faith.  Remember, God is never outdone in generosity 
to each and every one of us.  Thank you and God bless you,
