Wishing you every blessing and joy in this New Year!  
This year will be an exciting year for us as a parish 
family but also it is going to bring some challenges in 
the weeks and months ahead.   
 
Beginning January 7th, Perpetual Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament will be 
moved into the temporary Sanctuary.  Our present Adoration Chapel will be 
renovated to be our main entrance due to the fact that the Narthex will no 
longer be available until construction is completed on our new Sanctuary.  The 
Perpetual Adoration schedule will remain the same with the exception of 
Saturdays.  The new Saturday schedule will be such that the Blessed Sacrament 
will be reposed at 8:30 a.m. and will be exposed after the 5:30 p.m. Vigil Mass.  
All other Perpetual Adoration hours will remain the same.  Those that have the 
hours at night may be inconvenienced by the cleaning crew, who will still have 
to clean the sanctuary each evening.  I beg your patience – the Lord will 
understand.   
 
Beginning January 13th, construction will also affect our Nursery and Kitchen.  
With regard to the Nursery, our present Nursery will be closed and relocated to 
Classrooms 6 and 7.  We will not have any access to our kitchen until 
construction is completed.  The entire kitchen area will be renovated, and 
during that renovation we will have no access to refrigerators, freezers, food 
storage, ice, etc.  I want to express my gratitude for your patience and 
understanding during this time.  All of us are going to be inconvenienced no 
matter what.  We will do our best to minimize the impact to all of our parish and 
ministry functions.

Furnishing the Kingdom … The Cenotaph Offering 
 

The cenotaph brochure you received in the mail shows many items that can 
be reserved and commemorated.  We have named this endeavor, 
Furnishing the Kingdom , and these Cenotaphs will be a visible declaration 
of your family’s pride in its Catholic heritage.  You may also view the 
cenotaph brochure online.  Visit our website at www.stpeterchanel.org and 
click on Capital Campaign on the Navigation menu. 
 
Another chance to Furnish the Kingdom is the Tabernacle Tower.  This 
rendering of the tabernacle tower shows the detail and color of the proposed 
custom furnishing that will be hand built in a variety of Italian marble colors.  
Hand carved and crafted details including: hand carved three dimensional 
capitals on the columns, inlaid marble colors for the geometrical design on 
the upper wall, white Italian marble as the base color for the piece, all of the 
colors will be consistent with the other sanctuary furnishings.  The steps and 
platform leading up to the tower as well as the columns will be made of green 
marble.  Marble statue of the parish patron saint to stand atop the tabernacle 
tower.  The entirety of this design combines as a worthy throne for the 
church’s beautiful tabernacle………$250,000
