Lent Is About Conversion and Holiness

The Second Vatican Council reminded us that the Gospel of Jesus Christ calls each and every one of us to a life of holiness.
The call is universal and makes no distinction of state in life. The Council's Dogmatic Constitution on the Church, Lumen Gentium,
states in number 11, "... all the faithful, whatever their condition or state, are called by the Lord, each in his own way, to that perfect
holiness whereby the Father Himself is perfect." Laity and clergy alike; consecrated, married and single alike; young and old; male
and female; each and all are called to a life of holiness wherein by cooperation with God's grace one matures in faith and progresses
toward perfection.

St. Paul, praying for us, writes in his Epistle to the Galatians, "For this reason | bow my knees before the Father, from whom
every family in heaven and on earth is named, that according to the riches of His glory He may grant you to be strengthened with
might through His Spirit in the inner man, and that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; that you, being rooted and grounded
in love, may have power to comprehend with all the saints what is the breadth and length and height and depth, and to know the
love of Christ which surpasses knowledge, that you may be filled with all the fullness of God."

He prays that in this life, you and | may be filled utterly with the Divinity. What a wonderful Father our Good God is to desire
such a great gift for us, that even as His Son became one of us in order to redeem us, He wants us to become like Him. He created
Adam and Eve in His image and likeness. We lost that "likeness" as a result of Original Sin. And now, by His grace we will become
like Him again. Lent is a time to make sure that in our busy lives, we take time for what is most important, our response to God's
universal call to holiness. Spend time with the One who both created you and sustains you. He is always there waiting for you.

Please remember, in your daily prayers, our 29 catechumens and candidates who are going though the RCIA program.
They will enter in full Communion with the Church at the Easter Vigil.
