We have commissioned John Hardman Company of Birmingham, England, to design and manufacture the stained glass
windows in the church. The windows are all drawn by hand and hand painted.

“G” style windows, like the ones pictured here, measure 1'—2 %" X 7' =10 “.

These renderings are of the Four Evangelists: St. Matthew, St. Mark, St. Luke and St. John. These Saints will be included in
the “G” style windows located on the front wall of the church directly behind the altar. Of the 4 windows, only one, St. John,
has been cenotaphed.

The memorial inscription will be hand painted in the architectural base in the bottom of the window. Only those stained glass
windows which have been purchased/cenotaphed will be installed in our church.
