VOLUNTEER DESCRIPTIONS          
Catechist -plans and leads weekly sessions. (materials provided)  
Aide– attends session weekly and supports catechist.  Takes lead role if catechist is absent. 
Co-Catechist- shares lesson planning with catechist, attends weekly either as catechist or aide. 
Youth Ministry- (HS or MS)- be part of a team to plan and lead fun, interactive nights.  
  Full time volunteers (4 times per month) receive catechist discount.  
Special Needs Aide-attend sessions as one on one helper for a child with special needs 
CLOW Volunteer-Serve on a team to present Liturgy of the Word to children during mass.  

 
• Archdiocesan Policy requires that two non-related  adults be present at all times with minors.   
• If two-related adults request to work in the same classroom, a third volunteer will be assigned. 
• Teen volunteers must be at least 5 years older than the children/youth with whom they are working/

volunteering. 
• All volunteers must complete a background check and view the “You Matter” video. 
• Catechist Training is scheduled for Saturday, August 14, 2010 at Transfiguration Church in Marietta.  

This is a one-day multi-parish conference that provides sessions on methodology, tools, practical 
classroom tips as well as theology.   

• SPC specific Catechist Orientation is Wednesday, August 18th at St. Peter Chanel. Meet with age-
level coordinator for specific program and details.  Session materials will be distributed at this time. 

• Volunteer Fee:  Full time (weekly commitment) adult catechists and aides—$25 per child; max $50 
per family.
